Agriculture Assessment:



Agricultural producers farming 10 acres or more with a gross income of $10,000.00 or more from the farming operation are eligible to apply for Agricultural Value Assessment.  If land is rented to a farmer meeting this requirement it may be eligible also.  A change in regulations for last year allows landowners to apply for Ag Assessment on land that is enrolled in the USDA Conservation Reserve Program (CRP).  To qualify the landowner must be eligible under the gross income requirement of $10,000 from the farming operation.


The first step in applying for Ag Value Assessment is to call the Soil and Water District office and make an appointment to have a RA-100 Soil Group Worksheet completed.  A worksheet must be completed on each parcel for which the Ag. Assessment is being requested.  All persons that have applied before can use the worksheet completed in the past unless they have increased or decreased their acreage of cropland, woodland, or non-agriculture land.  In that case a revised worksheet will have to be done.  There is a charge of $20.00 per parcel for new worksheets and $10.00 per parcel for revised worksheets payable during the first visit.


Two visits to the SWCD office are usually necessary.  During the first visit the parcel tax numbers would be used to locate the property.  The landowner would then delineate the cropland, woodland, and the non-ag. land.  SWCD personnel would then transfer the boundaries to the soil map and count the number of acres for each soil group on the soil group worksheet.  This process takes some time so the district staff cannot do the land classification on a “walk-in basis”.  Time must be scheduled to complete the worksheets.  On the second visit the landowner signs the paperwork for each parcel(s) and is ready to apply for the Ag Assessment on those parcel(s.).


After receiving the worksheets from the District the landowner can apply for the Ag Assessment on the parcel.  To apply, an “Application for an Agricultural Assessment”, Form EA305, available from the assessors office, must be submitted to the assessor along with copies of the RA-100 Soil Group Worksheet and soils map for each parcel.  This must be done before March 1st of each year.


If you are considering applying for Ag Assessment please make arrangements to visit the Soil and Water Conservation District office now.  Please remember to bring a copy of the town and county tax invoice.  This will give us the correct parcel numbers.  To get things started, pleas contact us and ask for our District Technician.
